Countries, in AICTE approved Institutions) Regulations, 2004.

Thesc shall come into forcc on the date of publication in the official
Gazette.

l 'hese regulations shall be applicable to the Foreign Nationals/ Persons of
India Origin (PIOs) / Childrcn of Indian Workers in the Gulf Counlries
seeking admission to AICTE approved Institutions.

Defini t ions

Unless the context othenvise rcquires;

Persons of Indian origin (PIo) :-  shal l  nrean the persons u,ho ar.c '
citizens of other countries (except Pakistan and Banglaclesh) u'ho at an1.
t inre held an Indian Passport,  or n'ho or ei thcr of his parents or an), of his
grand parents \\ 'as a citizen of India b1, r' irlue of the proyisions of thc
Consti tut ion of India or Sec 2 (b) of Cir izcnship Acr, 1955 ( Acr No. 57 ol '
r  ess).
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(b) Foreign Nat ionals :  Shal l  mean the ci t izens of  a l l  countr ies orher than
India. \\,ho are not of Indian origin as dcfined undcr PIO.

( c) Foreign Student : Shall mcan, in this context, as the student rvho posscsscs
a fbreign passport.

Under these Regulations fifteen. percent (l5o/o) seats in all the inslitutions /
University Departnrents, approved by AICTE, offering technical .ourri, leading
to Diploma, Degree and Post- Graduate Degree in Engineering & Technologl:
Architecture & Torvn Planning, Phannacy, Applied Arts, MBA & MCA, Hotel
Managcment & Catering Technology, shall be allorved on supernun'lerar), basis
front anrongst Foreign Nationals / Persons of Indian Origin (piOs) i Children of
Indian Workers in the Gulf Countries, ovcr and aborl the approved intake,
provided that l/3'd of the l5% shall be reserved across different diiciplines in the
educational institution, for the Children of Indian Workers in the Cuif Countries.
Ho$'cver, any vacant seats out of ll3'd category shall be reverted to the quota of
2/3'" rneant for PIO / Foreign Nationals.

This is subject to the availabil ity of adequate infrastructural facil i t ies in the
applicant institutions, to be verif ied by AICTE, based on its Norms and
Guidelines. These supernumerary seats shall be exclusively meant for thesc
categorl ' of students in the diplonra, under-graduate and poit-graduate courses
tvi th a r ider that  under no circumstances a seat renrains unf i l led shal l  be al located
lo an1' one other than a foreign student / PIO. Foreign Nationals / pcrsons of
Indian Origin (PIOs)/ Children of Indian Workcrs in thi Gulf Countries adr' irted
in-an AICTE approved institutions through Indian Council for Cultural Relations
(ICCR) or as Government of  India nonr inec shal l  be included u' i th in th is l5%
cei l ing.
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(b)  Guide l ines

The institutions fulfi l l ing the follou,ing criteria shall be eligiblc to appl)' for
approval of AICTE for admitting students under these Regulations:-

( l) .  Thc Inst i tut ions should be able to provide suitable hostels/ residential
' accomrnodation to the Foreign Students/ Persons of Indian Origin

(PIOs) and the Children of Indian Workers in the Gulf Countries.

(2) The teacher-student ratio in the respective discipline *'here Foreign
Nationals / Persons of Indian Origin are to be adnritted should not bc
l c s s t h a n  l : 1 5 .

The institutions must have a nrodern library as per norms & standards of
AICTE rvith rnulti media facilit ies.

(4) 'fhe total plinth area of the institution (excluding hostels and residential
areas) is not less than 12.9 sq. mtrs. per student.

(5) The Institution and it 's hostels must have proper approach road, good
environment, sufficient rvater supply and an arrangement for generators
in absence of normal suppll' of electricity.

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(6) The concerned institutions must not hat'e been put
Admission" or "Reduced Intake" category by AICTE
infrastrucfural facilities during the past 3 years.

Thc AICTE shall satisff itself the availability of Infrastructural facilit ies suitable
for aduritting students under this supernumerar,' categorl', through an inspection
team. u'herever necessary. For this purpose, the institutions meeting the above
criteria, tna)' submit Status Report alongu'ith rwitten request to AICTE fbr
inclusion of the institutions under the list of eligible institutions for admission of
F.oreign Nationals /PIOs/ Children of Indian Workers in the Gulf Countries, The
AICTE shall exarnine the Status Reports and the Report of inspection tcam and
rvill include onll ' those institutions fulfi l l ing all the abovc criteria. The AICTE

shal l  subscquently communicate the l ist  of such inst i tut ions to the contpetcnt
atrthoritl,, in the respective State Government I UT, for adrnission.

The adrnission under these Regulat ions shal l  be made on merit  anrongst thc
applicants under the Foreign National and PIO Category'.

(PIOs) Categorl '. There shall be no NRI fees. The Children of Indian Workers in
the Culf Countries shall be treated at par u'ith rcsident cit izens.
