These awards have been introduced by AICTE to identify and felicitate
extraordinary teachers, recognize their excellence, best practices, innovativeness and
creativity among students and environmental sensitivity among institutions.

Award to 17 faculty members in Engineering and Technology whereas 3 faculty
members were awarded the AICTE-Dr. Pritam Singh Best Teacher Award in
Management Education.
